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A 92-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of non-small cell lung cancer stage IVA involving the right upper lobe with extension of the disease into the bone, surrounding tissue with cell type consistent with squamous cell carcinoma. The patient sometime in 2015 had a DVT and had a pulmonary embolus at that time.

In 2021, he had an x-ray done because of shortness of breath. It proved to be a mass in his lungs. Subsequently, had a PET scan and a right lower lobe mass was noted status post biopsy. The patient underwent radiation treatment, chemotherapy, subsequently developed abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, thrombophlebitis, anemia, and leukopenia. His chemotherapy and radiation therapy was stopped. The patient has significant weight loss, severe weakness. It was later on decided to place the patient on hospice. In May of this year, he developed pneumonitis on immunotherapy. The patient and family have decided against any further treatment. Subsequently, the patient has been placed on hospice for end-of-life care. The patient has shortness of breath, weight loss, and requires oxygen at all times. He remains hospice appropriate and is hospice appropriate and has less than six months to live.
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
