A 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is quite confused, sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day. His wife Carolyn is the primary caregiver. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. His wife tells us that he is not eating any more, he has terrible, terrible problems with aspiration, he was able to tolerate soft diet, but no longer, he takes one or two bites of each meal. He has lost weight. Obviously, he is weak, bowel and bladder incontinent, remains in pain, requires help of gabapentin and oxycodone to keep him somewhat comfortable. The patient is hospice appropriate, expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live at this time.
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
