FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
A 95-year-old gentleman, married for 34 years, was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice with diagnosis of stage IV renal failure. He is married. His wife is his primary caregiver. She has three children and he has three children and they have six girls together. Mr. Thompson is now totally and completely bed bound. He is ADL dependent. He had some kind of reaction to medication. Also, he had a hip fracture and subsequently developed infection of the hardware, which has caused him to be totally and completely bed bound. He was never heavy smoker or drinker. He also had a history of C. difficile early this year, which has caused further worsening of his condition associated with weight loss, confusion, decreased appetite, incontinent bowel and bladder and ADL dependency of course.

His only medications at this time include cholesterol medication and BPH medication Proscar. He had a bout of UTIs, subsequently developed C. difficile, which has left him quite weak. His vitals are stable. Blood pressure was 110/60, pulse was 89, and O2 saturation was 97% at the time of evaluation. He has become more confused ______ and he is totally bed bound now. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for Mr. Thompson and he continues to deteriorate as far as his overall condition is concerned.
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
