CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of tripping and falling on her with a laceration to scalp. Denies loss of consciousness, headache or evidence of concussion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recent cellulitis left forearm and hand under the care of Infectious Disease and getting vancomycin presently.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Laceration posterior scalp x 2.5 cm. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormality.

The patient had Betadine prep and given 1% lidocaine with EPI for anesthesia, closed with 3-0 Prolene x 8. Advised to continue topical care, to follow up in one week for suture removal.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Laceration scalp with minor head injury and cellulitis left forearm resolving under the care of Infectious Disease.
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
