SOCIAL & FAMILY HISTORY: Mother states they went to ______ this past weekend for eating meat. No one else got sick.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Localizes pain to his upper abdomen without tenderness or guarding elicited. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Abdominal pain with colitis per CAT scan.
PLAN: Because of persistence of symptoms, the patient was started on Bactrim suspension and progress to diet beginning with soups and broths. Follow up in two days for further evaluation.
