FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered papular type eruptions right shin with also blotchy slight erythematous eruptions noted to upper arms.

IMPRESSION: Apparent scabies with questionable allergic dermatitis.
PLAN: The patient was given Elimite and Medrol Dosepak to take with followup with pediatrician as needed.
