CHIEF COMPLAINT: Skipped heart beat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 63-year-old African American female followed at West Oakland Health Center who was noted to have skipped heart beat. She had no symptoms of palpitations. However, skipped beats were discovered on a routine evaluation. She has had no chest pain, but reports occasional dyspnea, which occurs on walking uphill only.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

2. Diabetes type II.

3. Hypertension.

4. Obesity.

5. Fibroids.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Hysterectomy.

2. C-section x1.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 1000 mg one b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: BENADRYL.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker who quit 18 years ago. There has been no alcohol use since 10 years. There has been no drug use in 32 years; however, she reports prior cocaine and weed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Respiratory: The patient is noted to have cough with sputum.

Gastrointestinal: There is diarrhea.

Genitourinary: The patient has frequency and urgency.

Musculoskeletal: She reports joint pain.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 162/100, pulse 87, respiratory rate 20, height 64.5”, and weight 285.2 pounds.

Abdomen: Bowel sounds noted to be normally active. Abdomen is obese. There are no masses or tenderness. No organomegaly.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 83 bpm and nonspecific T-wave abnormality. ECG otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 63-year-old African American female who has had symptoms of palpitations. The patient further has history of diabetes, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux disease.

PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram, stress test, and Holter.
