CC: General care followup.
HPI: A 91-year-old female who was observed in the den area with another resident working on a jigsaw puzzle. The patient then later went to bingo and, when I spoke to her afterward, she said it was just loud and confusing and she did not win anything. The patient continues to do a lot of different arts and crafts by herself in the room. She states it keeps her brain busy and she cannot sit around and do nothing to which I agreed with her. In general, the patient states that she sleeps good, her appetite is good, at times too good and she denies pain. Her daughter comes to visit her and brings her things that she needs.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease moderately advanced, osteoporosis, gait instability requires a wheelchair, left foot inversion with second hammertoe and nonweightbearing on her left leg, history of GERD and HTN no longer bothersome.
MEDICATIONS: She has p.r.n. MOM and Tylenol and has not used those in 30 days.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female who is quiet, but cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/70. Pulse 81. Temperature 97.9. Respiratory rate 20. Weight 160 pounds.

HEENT: She has short hair that is groomed. Sclerae clear. Glasses in place. Moist oral mucosa.
CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear with symmetric excursion and no cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. She has to check on the date. Her speech is clear. She voices her needs, makes eye contact intermittently when interacting with others. She can be guarded at times, but that has decreased in frequency.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Legal issues regarding guardianship and, at this point, it appears that her daughter Margie Drescher continues with POA responsibilities.
2. Social. VM left for Ms. Drescher and hopefully she will return my call to see how things went in the hearing regarding her mother.
