HPI: A 57-year-old gentleman with MS who moved in last week. From the onset, there were difficulties getting services that he had been told would be provided. I had the role of letting him know what would be provided and much of it was not what he needed. He was upset, which was quite understandable. At that time though, I did work with his wife to get a referral to the MS Clinic at OMRF and said that we would fax the medical records. However, there were no relevant medical records to fax them. We did get him started on PT with Mobile Therapy and he has been very happy with that. Today, I am told that he is moving to Rivendell Facility and will be in the increased care unit. I talked to them about what it is like as I am a physician there and we will continue his PT with already established therapist and family states that they feel like it is a calmer environment and people are more forthcoming with what they do and do not do. So, at this point, the patient will continue on current medications. On 05/25/2024, referral to neurologist Dr. Gabriel Pardo for evaluation and treatment of primary progressive multiple sclerosis. While I was with the patient, I also spoke with his wife and she is excited about the new facility.
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
