CC: The patient’s issues.
HPI: There had been concerns over a week and a half ago the patient having large bottles of liquor brought into him and staff were not sure about letting him have it as he is on anticoagulant and other NSAIDs, eventually they had to be returned. I saw the patient today, he was in the doorway of his room as I was walking down the hall, so I stopped to talk to him that I was aware about the alcohol issue and I told him that his drinking is his personal business, but as his physician I have to talk to him about the fact that he takes Coumadin and alcohol increases the anticoagulation. The patient is in a wheelchair, is not always steady and it, runs into walls, he has a tendency to bruise and so in talking to him about this, he then brought up that he had issue with the fact that his blood work would be drawn and no one ever talked to him and I let him finish and in his chart is his PT/INR from 05/30 and I had written that it was reviewed with the patient and signed and he does not recall that, but I told him that I had talked to him and then he tells me that his PT/INRs are done monthly, when it looks like they are actually done weekly, which I do not think is necessary given that he is usually within target range. So, I left telling the patient that I was glad that he was honest with me about what was going on with him and that I would try to impress upon him when I am seeing him again that this is the visit that you say I do not make and then his PT/INR is changed to a monthly lab.
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
