CC: Multiple falls.
HPI: A 92-year-old female who is primarily wheelchair-bound, at times attempts to stand on her own and walk independently in her room resulting in a fall. The patient had a fall approximately 06/02 and then there was swelling noted that began thereafter. X-ray was taken of the left lower leg and it rules out acute fracture or dislocation, but there is evidence of osteopenia and degenerative change of the knee. Seeing her today, there is evident swelling the medial aspect of left lower leg, it is nontender. No redness or warmth and it is well circumscribed. There is mild color of bruising. The patient denies that it is painful. The patient had an ultrasound of her left lower leg earlier today; the tech told the nurse that it looked like it was a hematoma rather than a blood clot, but I said we will wait to see what the radiologist reads, so based on that no additional treatment at this time until we know what we are treating. I told the patient to ask for assistance with any ambulation as she does not need to fall and hurt herself again and she seems convinced with that.
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
