CC: X-ray review.

HPI: A 76-year-old female with dysphagia requiring PEG tube, had preceding aspiration pneumonia. She has had a cough and congestion ongoing, treated with antibiotics and breathing treatments. Follow-up CXR is done on 06/06/24 and in comparison to a 05/31/24 image where she had significant pulmonary venous congestion. Today’s results show improvement in congestive heart failure and pulmonary edema without focal consolidation. I reviewed this with the patient and I simply told her that it is good that things are getting better so she seemed aware of what that meant and was happy. She tried talking but it is difficult at times to understand her. I stressed with her that is why she is using a PEG tube right now to help her lungs heal from the aspiration pneumonia that she had so this will also be relayed to her POA
