HPI: An 83-year-old female who last year in about July had an embolic CVA affecting her dominant right side. She had significant hemiplegia right side when she got here she was diligent in doing PT both with therapy group and then on her own. She has had some improvement and movement of her right side. She does require a wheelchair for transport due to gait instability and while she is right-hand dominant she does have some limitations of use of right side but improved. She had therapy with select rehab here in house and feels that they did a really good job for her and would like to have restart of some therapy it has been at least six months and she is had any. Overall, she feels good and has no complaints.

DIAGNOSES: Embolic CVA on 07/20/2023 with right side hemiplegia.

ALLERGIES: SULFA IODINE CONTRASTING, and SHELLFISH.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient relaxed sitting up in her wheelchair was on her phone reading.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/74, pulse 72, respirations 16, temperature 97.2, and weight 159 pounds.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She has dysarthric speech but content is coherent. We discussed therapy her reasons for wanting to start, which are very reasonable.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right side hemiplegia status post embolic CVA affecting right side on 07/2023. The patient requests Select Rehab for PT only and order is written. We will follow up with her after therapy starts.
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
