HPI: A 70-year-old female seen in room for lab review. When seen a week ago we had talked about diuretic for her bilateral lower extremity edema. Torsemide was written for 40 mg in the morning, 20 mg in the afternoon and she states that she has not gotten the medication. The patient self administers her meds and had been using a small local pharmacy and she did not seem to understand that if she wanted help with ordering medication she needed to go to the staff for that and she states that she realizes she needs to use the facility pharmacy to facilitate getting her medications. She also has a history of polyarthralgias and myalgias, takes tramadol with benefit and needs to have that refilled.
DIAGNOSES: Morbid obesity, chronic pain, HTN, iron deficiency anemia, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, asthma, and OAB.
ALLERGIES: I cannot find what her allergies are.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit note.

GENERAL: Obese female seated in her wheelchair, cooperative.
