SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sister who is younger than him.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, and well developed.
VITAL SIGNS: All within normal limits.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Mild erythema in bilateral ear canals. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: Positive edema, erythema with exudate noted on bilateral tonsils.
NECK: Soft with no lymph node. No thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Lungs are clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
