Since the last visit that took place six weeks ago where she was having a hard time ambulating, she is no longer able to ambulate. She is pretty much chair bound and _______. She is eating less. She continues to have bowel and bladder incontinence and total ADL dependency. At the last visit, it was reported that she had lost 15 pounds. She continues to lose weight and most likely has lost another pound, 2 pounds.

She is much more confused. She requires medication in the evening for sundowner syndrome. Her KPS score is 40% and she continues to decline as far as her mental status is concerned and her Alzheimer dementia.
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
