A 70-year-old gentleman who has been seen for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice for congestive heart failure. He is totally bedbound, ADL dependence. He also has history of stroke, left-sided weakness, contractures, decubitus ulcers sacral stage IV, lower extremity ulcerations stage III, UNNA boot is in place, and bowel and bladder incontinence.

He is short of breath at all times and with activity. He tries to do exercises of the upper arm to keep his strength up, but any type of movement causes him to become short of breath. His other issues includes paraplegia, total bedbound, history of cervical cord injury, cerebral infarction, and right leg above the knee amputation along with peripheral vascular disease. Mr. Johnson KPS is at 40%. He continues to be short of breath. His O2 sat is at 92% with 2L of oxygen. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this gentleman with increased shortness of breath, muscle weakness, and overall disability.
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
