He has a right-sided heart failure with swelling of the lower extremity. He is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day now. He also suffers from hypertension, Parkinsonism, coronary artery disease, anxiety, behavioral issues, rheumatoid arthritis, contractures of the upper and lower extremity and confusion. He has a functional assessment of 6E with a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, and bedbound mostly. The patient continues to deteriorate as far as his heart failure is concerned along with his symptoms of angina, shortness of breath, overall weakness, and disability. 
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
