Face-to-face evaluation took place at Ms. Lilly’s house. She is an 86-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient also has chronic renal insufficiency IIIB, hypertension, and severe dementia. The patient has become much more confused. Her dementia is definitely worsening. She lives with her son Alvin who is her primary caregiver. The patient is now sleeping 16 to 18 hours in bed. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient was seen at the time of her bathing. She appears to have lost tremendous amount of weight even from two months ago with generalized weakness. KPS score of 40%. FAST score of 7A. MAC of 24 now. The patient is on oxygen because of her heart failure and his O2 sat at 91%. Despite her being on oxygen, the patient has bouts of shortness of breath and dyspnea with activity and conversation. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependent. Overall prognosis continues to be poor from Ms. Lilly. She continues to deteriorate regarding her congestive heart failure. I had a long discussion with her son regarding how much time she has left which most likely is within weeks to months.
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
