FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 95-year-old woman is evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is 95 years old currently on hospice with history of endstage heart failure. The patient lives with her daughter Barbara who is her primary caregiver. She continues to sleep 16 to 18 hours a day.

The patient has a history of ischemic cardiomyopathy, hypertensive heart disease, COPD, type II diabetes, neoplasm of the female breast, and history of diabetes. Her appetite has been down because of her decreased appetite. Her diabetes is controlled. Her O2 sat at 2L is at 95%. She complains of shortness of breath with activity. She also suffers from sundowner syndrome. She continues to have two to three tooth, 3+ bilateral edema despite elevation of her legs. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The previous records indicate that her ejection fraction is less than 20%. Hence the endstage congestive heart failure. Overall, prognosis is poor. She has decreased appetite and weakness to be expected given her advanced heart failure and remains hospice appropriate.
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
