FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 63-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD is seen today for face-to-face. She also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, O2 dependency, muscle weakness, generalized anxiety disorder, abnormal weight loss, and bipolar disorder.

Cristina did not want to use her oxygen. She is not using it more often because of the fact that she is more short of breath. She also has issues with air hunger and receives medication to control her symptoms. Her KPS score is 40%. The patient’s caregiver tells me that she is getting weaker. She is also developing decreased mentation, most likely related to her endstage COPD.

She takes medication for bipolar disorder to help her relax. It is also helping her anxiety related to endstage COPD. She also suffers from hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gastroesophageal reflux, insomnia, and osteoarthritis. Today, her O2 sat is 91% on 2L. FAST score is 7C. KPS score is 40%. The patient remains bowel and bladder incontinent and continues to decline on hospice with total ADL dependency.
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
