The patient presents with history of upper abdominal pain with vomiting x 3 today. She states he has sore throat. Mother describes no unusual meals with no one else being sick in the family.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: 1+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Reports diffuse tenderness without guarding or rebound. Minimal left lower quadrant tenderness without guarding.

PLAN: The patient had strep test performed in the office which was negative. Because of complaints of pharyngitis with slight erythema of the pharynx as well as evidence of gastroenteritis, the patient was given prescription for Zofran and also amoxicillin to take for 10 days, to follow up with PCP, to go to the emergency room if pain worsens or does not resolve over the next day.
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
