The patient with a history of autism with mother complaining that he has been holding his head off and on for the past two days one or two times every few hours, with decreased appetite, taking fluids. No other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism, not `on meds.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has been out of school for the summer.
FAMILY HISTORY: He has two sisters that he spends time with.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory other than history of autism and autistic behavior.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormality. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Autistic behavior. Facial gestures touching left corner of eye, looking up in space without eye contact, random ambulation. Able to ambulate without acute neurological symptoms with motor strength within normal limits. He does not appear to have headache or other abnormalities. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Autism with agitated behavior.
PLAN: We will start low-dose Abilify. Referred to Tri-County Pediatric Center because of history of autism while apparently have to go to Conroe location. The patient is to follow up as needed. Mother is to call central number for assistance giving him to be able to be seen at Tri-County in Conroe location.
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
