WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION CASE

The patient is here for followup Workmen’s Comp injury. She states that she fell in a parking lot three weeks ago for unknown reasons, sustaining injuries to the right knee, right chest, and right palm with bleeding from knee and palm initially. She is seen here for evaluation because of chest pain. She was referred for a CT which was not done. She states that all of her symptoms have gotten much better, basically resolved, but she continues to have right chest pain - increased with motion. She was given Robaxin as a muscle relaxant, but stopped after one or two doses because of side effects. She has been taking Excedrin for pain in the chest with some benefit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works as a 10th grade math teacher. She states she is an architect by profession. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Doing well and highly educated. Her father is a doctor and mother professional as well.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Chest exam reveals 2+ tenderness to right lateral chest without apparent bony defect. 

IMPRESSION: Fall with injuries to right knee, palm, right foot and right chest with persistence of chest pain with possible rib fracture. The patient is to be continued off work. X-rays were ordered for her chest and rib series to be done at a local hospital with followup next week for further evaluation.
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
