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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white female that has history of chronic kidney disease that is stage IIIA. The patient had laboratory workup that was done on 06/05/2024 in which the creatinine is 1, the BUN that is 17 and the estimated GFR is up to 57. We have to keep in mind that the patient is receiving Krystexxa infusions and this could be the reason for the improvement of the kidney function.

2. Hyperuricemia and gout that have been treated with the infusions of Krystexxa that is every two weeks. She is supposed to get a total of 12 infusions.

3. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease without any evidence of exacerbation.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia. The patient has a total cholesterol that is 149 with an LDL of 45, HDL of 52 and triglycerides of 257.

7. The patient has rheumatoid arthritis and fibromyalgia, followed by the rheumatologist.

8. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that is stable, has had not any manifestations. She has a remote history of nephrolithiasis and she has gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. If this patient is improved and the amount of pain has decreased, we are going to reevaluate her in October 2024 since she is going back to New York.
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
