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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that we follow in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease that is most likely associated to the diabetes mellitus. The serum creatinine remains stable at 2 mg%. The estimated GFR is oscillating between 25 and 27 mL/min. The proteinuria however has decreased. The albumin-to-creatinine ratio is down to 1100 from 2200. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is within normal range.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control

4. The patient has anemia that is followed at the Florida Cancer Center with iron infusions and the administration of Procrit.

5. The patient has peripheral vascular disease. However, she does not have claudication at the present time.

6. We are going to reevaluate this patient in four months with laboratory workup.
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
