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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 74-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease. He has remained with a serum creatinine of 1.2 with a BUN of 23 and estimated GFR of 63 with a microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio that has decreased from 700 to 423 mg. The patient continues to take Jardiance.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is below 6%. The patient has a fatty liver with signs of cirrhosis as per the ultrasound that was reported on 02/15/2024. The patient is following the diet. The production of albumin is 3.9, which is pretty close to normal.

3. Essential hypertension that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia under control.

5. Arteriosclerotic heart disease without any manifestations.

6. The patient has remote history of stroke without apparent sequela. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
