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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 94-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient had the latest determination of the creatinine on 03/19/2024; serum creatinine was 1.4 and the estimated GFR remains to be 33. The patient does not have any evidence of proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 100 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Essential hypertension. The blood pressure remains under control. The patient has been losing some body weight, but for the most part the blood pressure has been under control.

3. The patient has a history of chronic atrial fibrillation that was treated with a WATCHMAN procedure. She is no longer on blood thinners.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The patient has forgetfulness and probably this is related to the aging process, some type of early dementia and she has otosclerosis with very hard of hearing. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
