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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV that is associated to focal segmental glomerulosclerosis that was diagnosed through a kidney biopsy more than seven years ago and on top of this the patient has been a diabetic. She has developed significant proteinuria and has deteriorated the kidney function to the point that she is CKD stage IV. She has been admitted to the hospital because of the presence of congestive heart failure that is secondary to the diffuse arteriosclerotic process and the presence of mitral regurgitation that has been evaluated by the cardiologist and it has been determined that she will get benefit of a clip in the valve. The procedure is scheduled for 06/14/2024.

2. The patient has type II diabetes that is under fair control.

3. Essential hypertension that is under control.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is treated and that has been under control and the patient has a history of hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism related to the CKD IV. Reevaluation in the third week in June.
ADDENDUM:

The furosemide has been discontinued and the patient was switched to bumetanide 1 mg every 12 hours. The spironolactone was also discontinued. We are going to emphasize the fluid restriction and the daily weight in order to be able to manage the fluids better.
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
