Dear Crystal:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Bell with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was December 18, 2023.  He has lost five pounds over the last six months and he is trying to limit caloric intake in order to keep steadily losing weight.  No hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes.  No blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea.  He states that his sugars are well controlled on diabetic diet and no edema or claudication symptoms.

Medications:  He is on PreserVision eye vitamins one daily multivitamin and Equate allergy tabulate daily as needed.  No prescription medications.

Physical Examination:  Weight 193 pounds, pulse 53, blood pressure 128/62.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done April 8, 2024.  Creatinine is 1.55 with estimated GFR of 44 that is stable, albumin is 3.9, calcium 9.0, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.0, hemoglobin 13.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No progression of disease.  We will continue to check labs every three months.

2. Diabetic nephropathy controlled.  We will have schedule a recheck visit for this patient in six months with us.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
