Mother said this has been going on for approximately two days, brought him in today because this morning it got worse, said he had a lot of green stuff coming from his eyes. She indicated that child denies visual changes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, oriented, interactive child, moist mucous membranes, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 91/52.

Pulse is 93.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

RIGHT EYE: Injected conjunctiva and green discharge present.

ORBIT: No edema. No erythema. No tenderness to palpation.

LIDS: No edema. No erythema.

There is green discharge from his conjunctiva.

VISUAL ACUITY: The patient counts fingers with no difficulties using his right eye than his left and both eyes.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.
2. Eye pain.
PLAN: The patient was discharged with the following: Gentamicin ophthalmic drops 0.3%, do two drops t.i.d. for 10 days #10 mL. Mother was advised to come back to the clinic if child is worse or go to the nearest emergency if we are closed. She was given the opportunities to ask questions and she states she has none.
