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This is a 72-year-old gentleman with history of recurrent metastatic colon cancer. He is being on FOLFIRI/VECTIBIG who has been having terrible time with his cancer. He has been having significant weight loss, iron deficiency anemia, thrombocytopenia, now cirrhosis of the liver, and drug induced diarrhea. He also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, mediastinal mass, liver metastasis, and neutropenia. He was found to have white count of 18,000, creatinine 1.8. At the time of evaluation, he also underwent CT of the abdomen, which showed evidence of metastatic disease. The patient never recovered from his neutropenia, diarrhea, and is chronic issues to undergo any further chemo radiation therapy. Subsequently, he has decided that he does not want to proceed with any chemotherapy and wants to be kept comfortable at this time. Subsequently, he has been placed on hospice with most likely less than six months to live. Obviously, he is very hospice appropriate. Given his cirrhotic liver disease, mediastinal mass, liver cirrhosis, and iron deficiency anemia. He has a KPA score of 40%. He lives with his son Tom Turman who is his primary care giver. Tom states that is similar response most of the time. He is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day. He is requiring pain medications around the clock to keep him comfortable. Overall prognosis remains quite poor as was mentioned most likely will die in six months.
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
