PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: He weighs 158 pounds and blood pressure 122/77.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Chronic anemia.

2. History of multiple myeloma. The patient is on chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will give him Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and Velcade 3.5 mg subQ. Return to clinic in one week.
