The patient has multiple myeloma for last 35 years. He has chronic anemia. He also has diabetes.

The patient was seen in emergency room Monday due to fall. However, no fracture or dislocation was found.

SYMPTOMS: He complains of abdominal pain since yesterday improving now. He also complains of aches and pain in the body.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Weighs 150 pounds and blood pressure 137/75.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: WBC 4.7, hemoglobin 11.1, hematocrit 32.8, and platelet 145.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma in remission.

2. Chronic anemia.

3. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and Velcade 3.5 mg subQ. Return to clinic in one week.
