PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of multiple myeloma for last 35 years. He has been on treatment on several different occasions. He is in remission.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a 96-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/69, height 6 feet 2 inches tall, and weighing 162 pounds.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma.

2. Chemotherapy.

3. Anemia.

4. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, IgG, and hemoglobin A1c. We will go ahead and give him Retacrit 40,000 units subQ and Velcade 3.5 mg subQ. We will see him in one week.
