This patient is 69-year-old female who comes for IVIG infusion. She has history of immunodeficiency and frequent infections.

SYMPTOMS: The patient moans, does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of frequent sepsis, and history of chronic immunodeficiency.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair keeps moaning intermittently and keeps her eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node not palpable in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her recent labs WBC 3.8, hemoglobin 12.1, platelet 166, and her IgA was 78, which is less than normal.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: She has a port IV was established and she was given 40 g of IVIG over two hours. Upon completion, she was sent back to Denton State Supporting Living Center.
