Thank you for this referral.

The patient was initially seen on May 21st. Her comprehensive coagulation profile was showing elevated beta-2 glycoprotein 1 antibody it was 30 normal range is 0-20 rest of the profile was essentially unremarkable.

Since there was a family history of blood clots and pulmonary embolism in her father and since she is slightly elevated beta-2 glycoprotein 1 antibody. She may be on slightly high risk of DVTs or pulmonary embolism than normal so caution might be indicated. However, at this point, I do not think we need to put her on prophylactic anticoagulation therapy close watch might suffice. We also will call the patient to caution her and to notify us if she experiences any feeling of the leg, any pain, or any other symptoms that could be suggestive of blood clots.
