This is a progress report on Christopher Bruce.

Mr. Christopher Bruce is 64-year-old male who was diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in 2023 I think about a year ago. The patient presented with bone pain and anemia. Subsequently, he was found to have multiple myeloma and IgG was very high I think it was 7000. The patient initially was treated with Revlimid, Velcade, and dexamethasone. After first treatment, he did become neutropenic and required hospitalization. Subsequently, the patient did have couple of other hospitalization related to COVID. The patient has responded well however to Velcade, Revlimid, and dexamethasone. Currently, he is on Revlimid maintenance.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes, history of COPD, and history of myeloma approximately for last two years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 64-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 166 pounds, and blood pressure 161/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma now in partial remission.

2. Chronic anemia from chemotherapy and multiple myeloma.

3. COPD.

4. Diabetes.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead and continue Retacrit 40,000 units subQ. On 05/22, the patient was also given Reclast 5 mg in 250 sodium chloride as infusion.
