PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a no acute distress, alert, and oriented patient.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no erythema. Nose is without rhinorrhea. Throat is patent. No edema or erythema.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Noted expiratory wheezes bilaterally in the lower lobes.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. 

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. 

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Cough and viral respiratory infection.
PLAN: Treat with prednisone ______ mg q.d. x 3 days. The patient’s mother instructed to follow up with the ER if the patient becomes short of breath or has difficulty swallowing. Discharged in stable condition.
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
