This is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. She also suffers from heart failure, cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure with pedal edema, diabetes, significant weight loss and O2 dependency.

The patient was found to have O2 sat of 93% on 3 L. She has a FAST score of 7C with a KPS score of 40%. Lydia, her caretaker, tells me that she was recently treated with urinary tract infection because of decreased appetite especially with decreased hydration. She has lost 3 pounds since last visit with decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition and overall significant weight loss related to the patient’s endstage COPD and heart failure.

She also has class IV New York Heart Association heart failure function with shortness of breath with activity and at rest. The patient recently had a bout of both urinary tract infection and yeast infection which has been treated at this time. She continues to remain tachycardic with a heart rate of 103 and O2 dependent which is the hallmark of patients with endstage COPD.
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
