This is a 62-year-old unfortunate woman originally from Houston who is currently on hospice with history of bone cancer, severe pain, anxiety, insomnia, muscle weakness, weight loss. She lives in literally in a shack with dogs on or around outside. The patient has been evaluated by Social Services regarding a move to a different facility, but that has not happened. She also suffers from history of breast cancer, pancreatic insufficiency, and renal insufficiency. She is a nurse who during the last visit told me that she was in severe pain and the pain has been addressed by the medical director and she states she is more comfortable now. She has nausea and vomiting on regular basis. She weighs 92 pounds, she believes she weighed 95 pounds just two months ago. She also suffers from gastroesophageal reflux, constipation, depression, anxiety, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has had a history of CVA in the past. She is obviously disabled as she has had chemo and radiation therapy in the past and she has been told there is nothing else that can be given to her except for pain control and hospice care at home. She continues to be tachycardic with a heart rate of 120. Her O2 sat dips down in the low 80s, but with oxygen it is at 91% at 3 L. She continues to lose weight, protein-calorie malnutrition is the hallmark of her disease with severe muscle wasting which is unavoidable and decreased appetite.
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
