An 84-year-old woman who lives with her family member, sister and daughter-in-law and her son. She is in a very loving environment. She suffers from Alzheimer's dementia. The family do not want her to be put in a nursing home at this time. She eats very little. They have a provider with amazing food on regular basis. Nevertheless, her weight loss is unavoidable.

The family tells me that she is sleeping now 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She also suffers from hypertension, atrial fibrillation, decreased mentation and sundowner’s syndrome. Again, she is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has very little appetite, FAST score of 6C. She is confused most of the time. At times, she becomes belligerent, but the family tries to deal with it without medication. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. She also suffers from anxiety, polyarthritis and chronic pain. She remains hospice appropriate given her continuation of her decline regarding her Alzheimer’s dementia.
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
