This is an 80-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with COPD and O2 dependent. Recently, had a bout of exacerbation and was placed on Z-PAK and steroids per medical director, has had some response. The patient is also using her nebulizer more often. She has right-sided heart failure, chronic tachycardia related to endstage COPD, O2 dependency, pedal edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss, history of tobacco abuse, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinent.

Zzee, the caretaker at the house, tells me that she is becoming more air hungry. She has a KPS score of 40%. They felt like she was going to die since she had her last bout of bronchitis, which she appears to have rallied. She continues to be on 3 liters of oxygen now to help with air hunger and endstage COPD. Also, requires more frequent nebulizer treatment to keep her comfortable. Since she had this episode of exacerbation of COPD, she is eating even less, she continues to lose weight and continues to deteriorate and remained tachycardic, which is the hallmark of endstage COPD and overall prognosis remains quite poor for this woman.
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
