Dear Sue:

This is followup for Mr. Fabiano who has heart transplant and immunosuppressants.  Last visit in November.  Physical therapy.  Follows lung doctor, Dr. Varguese.  Oxygen 24 hours, pulmonary function tests.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia or diarrhea.  Denies decrease in urination or symptoms.  Follows transplant Cleveland Clinic.  Normal kidney function.  No recurrence of skin basal or squamous cancer.  Review of system done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Tacro, CellCept, and metoprolol.

Physical Examination:  Weight down to 236 previously 260 and blood pressure nurse 129/87.  No respiratory distress.  He does have JVD.  Lungs distant.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Minimal edema.

Labs:  Chemistries, kidney function back to normal.  High potassium.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Chronic low platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Heart transplant, transplant present medications clinically stable.  Cleveland Transplant adjusting medications.  Respiratory failure on oxygen.  Monitor potassium.  I did not change medications.  He takes diuretics very sparingly.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Come back in 9 to 12 months.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
