Dear Dr. Anderson:

This is a followup for Mr. Hunt with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  He has gained weight.  On oxygen at night 2 liters.  Stable edema.  Stable shortness of breath.  On treatment for peripheral neuropathy.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the HCTZ verapamil.  He has been treated for lung cancer.  A rare entity giant cell on immunotherapy Dr. Akkad.  Family positive for factor V Leiden, he was tested being negative.  Venous Doppler no thrombosis.

Physical Examination:  Weight 190, blood pressure by nurse 148/79.  Few rales right base, otherwise distant clear.  No pericardial rub.  Tympanic abdomen, obesity.  No ascites.  2+ edema bilateral, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries in May, creatinine 1.5, stable, GFR 49 stage III, labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable.  No progression.  No  symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Blood pressure fair.
3. Small right kidney.

4. Anemia, no EPO.

5. Electrolyte and acid base stable.

6. Nutrition and calcium stable.

7. Giant cell lung cancer, on immunotherapy, on oxygen at night, clinically stable.  Follow oncology.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
