Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mrs. Mackenzie with chronic kidney disease, underlying chronic lymphocytic lymphoma, dementia.  Comes accompanied with provider.  No hospital admission.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the losartan, otherwise for her dementia behavioral abnormalities on Seroquel and Depakote.

Physical Examination:  Weight 153, blood pressure by nurse 123/68, pleasantly demented, cooperative.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  No gross rigidity or tremors.

Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 1.27, chronic elevation of the white blood cell count upper 20s, anemia 9.3 predominance of lymphocytes.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  GFR will be in the lower 40s.  PTH not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  I requested a kidney ultrasound.  I do not see any report, not clear to me if she was done through our system or through Masonic.  Blood pressure well controlled.  There has been no need to change diet for potassium or add phosphorus binders.  Acid base is stable.  Underlying chronic lymphocytic leukemia with anemia and microcytosis.  From the renal standpoint stable.  Follow up on the next four to six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
