Dear Dr. Stack:

This is a followup for Mr. Shauver with prior history of milk alkali syndrome with permanent chronic kidney disease, also diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital emergency room.  Avoiding too much calcium in the diet or vitamin D.  Weight up 218 from baseline 196.  Extensive review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, atenolol, on diabetes triglyceride treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No calcium or vitamin D.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 145/85.  Negative physical exam.

Labs:  Chemistries from June, creatinine 2.07 still baseline for a GFR of 37 stage IIIB.  Other labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, milk alkali syndrome, clinically stable.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Present electrolytes, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 12.*___*, has not required EPO treatment.  Plan to see her back in the next six weeks.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
