Dear Dr. Freestone:

This is a followup for Mr. Burlingame with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, has COPD and prostate cancer.  Last visit was in December.  He uses a cane.  Stable dyspnea, which is on minimal activity.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Denies the use of oxygen or CPAP machine.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary changes.  No fall.  No edema.  No gout.  Review of system negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, HCTZ, potassium, also takes Lasix as needed, prior antiinflammatory agents discontinued.

Physical Examination:  Present weight 219 previously 230, blood pressure by nurse 133/80.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minimal edema.

Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.44 representing a GFR of 46 stage III.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.
2. Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.

3. Electrolytes and acid base normal.

4. Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.

5. No anemia.

6. There were minor low platelets.

7. Recent rheumatology workup no evidence for rheumatoid arthritis, anti-DNA was not elevated.
8. COPD is stable.

9. History of prostate cancer without obstruction or urinary retention.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
