Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Campbell who has renal transplant deceased donor in 1998.  Last visit in January.  She is doing this appointment on the phone.  No hospital visit.  Her prior injury to the right leg two years ago.  She is now able to be more active, steady, less walker or wheelchair dependent, taking her transplant medications.  Denies hospital visit.  Denies fever, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, urinary symptoms, or kidney transplant tenderness.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minimal edema.  No ulcers.  No severe claudication symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  She has obesity and blindness.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the prednisone, cyclosporine, CellCept, blood pressure bisoprolol, Norvasc, Lasix as needed, on potassium replacement, insulin pump, eye drops and cholesterol management.

Physical examination:  Weight at home 208 stable, blood pressure at home 122/49.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No expressive aphasia or dysarthria.  Nothing to suggest respiratory distress.

Labs:  Chemistries in June, kidney transplant 1.1 representing GFR 53 stage III.  Anemia 12.6.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and liver testing.  Normal phosphorus.  There is albumin in the urine less than 300 mg/g, A1c at 7.1.  Normal TSH, cyclosporine therapeutic 98.  Normal magnesium.  Good control of cholesterol.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Deceased donor renal transplant in 1998.

2. CKD stage III clinically stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.

3. Cyclosporine level therapeutic, high risk medication immunosuppressant.
4. Diabetic nephropathy, legally blind, diabetes fair to good control.

5. Blood pressure at home well controlled.

6. Anemia, no need for EPO treatment.

7. No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present blood pressure medications and cholesterol management.  Come back in the next six months.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
