HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with grandmother complaining of left-sided throat pain and ear pain that started last night. She did take Motrin and it did help with that. Yesterday, she did go to work with her father in a freezer; he is a meatpacker and she is helping during the summer as she is out of school, but she did not to go work today with him because of this discomfort and wanted to get evaluated and ensure that there was no infection per grandma’s request.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Right ear deafness.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-appearing, no acute distress noted 15-year-old female.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears bilaterally are clear with no TM bulging or erythema. Nose: Clear without rhinorrhea. Throat: Mild erythema. No edema. No tonsillar exudate. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all areas.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

ASSESSMENT: Cough.

PLAN: We will treat with Bromfed. Advised saltwater gargles to help with the discomfort and to continue taking the Motrin as needed for discomfort. Follow up as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition to grandmother.
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
